Program Rules and Regulations

In order for a student to become and remain a participant with Batoto Yetu, Inc., he/she and his/her parents/guardian must agree to follow all rules and regulations of the organization.  Batoto Yetu has a responsibility to instruct and provide guidance for each child enrolled in the program.  We are also concerned with ensuring a productive, nurturing, safe, and healthy environment for all children and volunteers involved in the program.  In order for Batoto Yetu, Inc. to effectively meet these standards, we need the consistent assistance of all children enrolled in the program and of their parents.  Therefore, failure to follow the listed policies and procedures for the program services will result in non-admission, suspension, or termination from Batoto Yetu, Inc. services.

1. 
All registration forms must be completed and a mandatory registration fee per child or family must be submitted before admission may be granted to Batoto Yetu.   Installment payments are available. 
(See registration fees on page 2)
2.    All enrolled students must stop at the sign-in registration desk before class begins at their assigned time on Saturday.  All students are required to sign in for classes and performances.

3.    Parents/Guardians of new registrants must register their child with the Program Director and they must both attend the orientation on an assigned day to review dance company regulations and policies.
4.    All enrolled students are required to attend weekly dance classes on Saturday.

All students must be ready to start class promptly. There is a 15-minute grace period for class. Late students who exceed the 15-minute grace period will not be permitted to attend class and will be sent home. Tardiness is not acceptable; two late arrivals are equivalent to one absence.  If you are running late you must text the program director no later than 9:30 a.m. to advise your estimate time of arrival.   
6.    Company Rehearsal is closed to the public.  Parents/guardians and friends must wait in an assigned area until rehearsal is completed.  You must obtain permission for any guest attending dance rehearsal in advance at least 24 hours.

7. 
All excused absences must be put in writing 7 days prior by emailing the Program Director at EricaLayne@batotoyetu.org for approval. (i.e,. work, death, dire family emergency,  school requirements, testing, auditions for school).  Three (3) unexcused absences will incur a fee charge of $25. Social activities are not considered excusable (i.e., birthday parties, baby showers, relatives in town).  
8. All students must bring lunch or a light snack to class.  Batoto Yetu is not responsible for providing 
       lunch or snacks for students.  Students will not be allowed to leave the premises without permission 

       during session hours. 
9.    No chewing gum is allowed at any time.

10. 
All students must wear dance clothes to class and rehearsal (sweat pants, leggings, shorts, or dancing 
           
leotards, sneakers).  All children must purchase a Batoto Yetu T-Shirt ($15) to wear to rehearsals;      

          
sweatshirts may be worn over the T-Shirt in winter. Girls must wear the kitengue (African wrap) 
  
around the waist at rehearsals.  No jewelry or hats of any kind are allowed.  No cell phone on the 

     
dance floor and ringer must be set to vibrate.  Batoto Yetu is not responsible for personal property 

lost or forgotten while traveling to/from performances and on Batoto Yetu premises.  
11.
Parents who drop off their children must return to pick them up by 11:15 p.m. for Dance Class 
            members and 2:45 p.m. for Company Rehearsal members.  If parents are late in picking up their child 
            on Saturdays, they must contact the program director immediately.
12.
All students are responsible for cleaning up after themselves after rehearsals, classes, and 

performances.

13. All students are responsible for the submission of a report card every marking period.  A form will be 
distributed accordingly requesting a contact name and number from your educational institute for 
verification purposes. This information is one of the items used to determine travel and performance 
rosters.
14. Detailed performance announcements will be emailed to students 2 weeks prior to the performance.  
Location, arrival time, performance time, travel directions, departure time, student-pick-up time, and 
ticket prices will be clearly indicated.

15. Batoto Yetu is not responsible for providing tickets to parents for any performance.  All parents must 

purchase or arrange for admission tickets to all performances.

16. No student should be brought to rehearse or perform if under the care of a doctor or on medication, 
has a contagious illness or outbreak that could affect other students.  If a child arrives at a rehearsal 
or a performance with anything listed above, he or she will not be allowed to participate and will be 
asked to leave.  Students requiring ongoing treatment for medical conditions must bring a physician’s 
note approving the child’s engagement in physical activities (i.e., a student with asthma must bring in 
a note from his/her doctor if he/she requires the use of an inhaler/aspirator at any time).

17. All students are required to provide their own personal toiletries for personal hygiene and for 
performances for the removal of makeup (deodorant, baby wipes, soap, cotton, moisturizer, etc.).
18. Performing with the company is not guaranteed. A formal invitation will be sent to students and 
parents to join or to perform with the company.

19. All Parent questions, issues or concerns should be brought to the attention of the Program Director 
immediately.  All students inquiring input about their performance opportunities must address it 
directly to the Artistic and Rehearsal Directors.  
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
